EPro8 Challenge 2019 
 
A group of Year 5/6 and a group of Year ⅞ students, who have been put forward by their classroom 
teachers, will begin the preparation next week for an EPro8 Challenge competition later this term. 
 
EPro8 Challenge is an engineering and problem solving competition between schools, which 
offers an extension for students displaying strong problem solving capabilities. 
 
In the lead up to this competition, the wider selection of students will be preparing by completing 
practise challenges during one or two lunch breaks each week. The final team of 4 students in each 
age group will be selected close to the competition by assessing each student against three criteria:
